U harmoniji s ljepotom narodne umjetnosti, u potrazi za
novim izrazima

Podrijetlom iz tradicije narodnog zanatstva, narodna umjetnost zivi i dalje, njeguju je i
nastavljaju narodni umjetnici. U svom stvaralastvu narodni umijetnici nastoje prikazati
obicaje, lijepotu prirode i tradiciju narodne umjetnosti svoje domovine. Vizualna djela
priblizavaju nam zivot i djelo nasih djedova i baka te pradjedova i prabaka, otkrivajuci
njihov odnos s prirodom. U djelima primijenjene umjetnosti ozivljavaju se stari oblici
artefakata, a njihov ukras odrazava ranu kulturu i svjetonazor ljudi.

Ona Pusvaskyté — rad umjetnice odlikuje se folklornim i etnografskim temama, pjesni¢kim
prikazom svakodnevice starog sela, koje joj je dobro poznato od djetinjstva, beskrajnim
poljskim i poljoprivrednim radovima, te motivima poznatih narodnih pjesama.

Vytautas Valiusis - Njegovi tradicionalni keramicki artefakti-lonci i vréevi-imaju elegantne
oblike, lagani su, graciozni, dobro proporcionalni i funkcionalni. Njegovi crni loncarski
predmeti odlikuju se jedinstvenim elegantnim stilom.

Tradicionalni Nebeski vrtovi (Sodai)

Nebeski vrtovi izradeni od slame predstavljaju tradicionalni oblik litvanske umijetnosti.
Dekorativne su voluminozne i precizne gometrijske forme sa sakralnom funkcijom.
Usporeduju se s Drvom zivota- univerzalnim simbolom svemira: vertikalna os predstavlja
Nebesa - Zemlju - Podzemlje ili Pro$lost - Sadasnjost - Buducnost, dok horizontalna os
predstavlja kardinalne tocCke.

Attuned to the beauty of folk art, looking for new expressions

Taking its origins from the traditions of folk craftsmanship, folk art lives on, fostered and
continued by folk artists. In their work, folk artists seek to show the customs, the beauty
of nature and the traditions of folk art of their homeland. Works of visual art bring us closer
to the life and work of our grandparents and grand grandparents, and reveal their relation
with nature. In works of applied art, old shapes of artefacts are revived, and their
decoration reflects the early culture and people’s worldview. The work of folk artists is
accessible to all people regardless of their age, where they live and what language they
speak, as it reflects the world perception and mentality of the nation. The naturalness,
simplicity, genuine naivety and sensitivity of the works enchant the viewer and touch
everyone’s heart. Like life in general, folk art is getting more modern and acquires new
forms without losing its uniqueness and originality. To be deprived of folk art would be a
huge loss for the contemporary individual and culture.

Ona Pusvaskyté’s works are characterized by folklore and ethnographic subjects, poetic
representation of the daily life of the old village, well familiar to her since childhood,
unending field and farm works, and motifs of well-known folk songs.

VWytautas Valiusis - His traditional ceramic artefacts — pots, jugs and ewers — have elegant
forms, are light, graceful, well-proportioned and functional. His black pottery artefacts are
distinguished by a unique elegant style.

Traditional Straw Gardens (Sodai)

Straw gardens represent one of the Lithuanian traditional art forms. Their volume
decorations of precise geometric forms carry aesthetic and sacral functions.

They are compared to the World Tree — the universal symbol of the harmonious universe:
the vertical axis represents the model of the Heavens- the Earth-the Underground or the
Past-the Present- the Future, and the horizontal axis stands for the cardinal points.
